National Order of the
Arrow Conference, NOAC
2002

The 2002 National Order of the
Arrow Conference (NOAC) will be
held July 27th through August 1,
2002 at Indiana University in
Bloomington Indiana. NOAC is a
great place to  meet Arrowmen from
all over the U.S., learn new things
about the Order of the Arrow,
compete with other Arrowmen, and

see some great shows. The Blue Ox
Lodge will be sending a contingent
in 2002. You can be a part of it all
by completing the attached form
and returning it along with a $100
nonrefundable deposit to the scout
office or by bringing the form and
deposit to the winter banquet. The
form and deposit must be
postmarked by January 18th 2002.
If you have signed up to be in the
NOAC contingent at one of the
Blue Ox events during the past year
and are on the lodge list YOU
MUST confirm your intention of
going by completing the NOAC
2002 Registration Form (below) and
turning it and your $100
nonrefundable deposit by the Lodge
registration deadline of January
18th 2002.  The Conference fee is
$305 for youth and adult members.
In addition to the conference fee
there will be some additional costs
which will include transportation,
lodging in route, NOAC "stuff" and
the cost of whatever else the
contingent decides to do along the
way. The Blue Ox Lodge is
guaranteed places for 17 people (12
youth and 5 adults) but we may be
able to get additional slots if other
lodges do not use all of their places.
The $100 deposit must also
accompany the request for extra
slots but the deposit will be
refunded if places are not available.
The conference is also looking for
Arrowmen to serve on staff at
NOAC. Staff applications are
available on the web or may be
picked up  from Fant Steele at the
Blue Ox Winter Banquet. If you
have questions about working on
staff you should contact Fant Steele.

I highly
recommend taking advantage of this
excellent opportunity and the other
outstanding OA programs.  The
National Order of the Arrow
sponsors two great service programs
at Philmont Scout Ranch in
Cimarron, New Mexico and
Northern Tier High Adventure
Canoe Base in Ely, Minnesota.
Arrowmen provide service to these
great scout camps and grow in the
brotherhood of cheerful service.

The first week of the program is
dedicated to service, where
Arrowmen work on and create new
trails or “turnpikes” in an effort to
improve the wilderness.  The
second week is when scouts can
experience the great outdoors in a
personal trek or voyage.  Yes, you
heard me, two weeks in the
backwoods, for only  $100.00,
excluding transportation.  Blue Ox
Lodge is working hard to promote
these great programs and allow you
to grow in brotherhood with
Arrowmen from across the country.
There are three general
requirements to apply:
•Applicants must be at least 16
years of age the day your program
begins, but not 21 by its conclusion.
•Be physically fit, able to lift and
handle materials up to 50 lbs.
•Be a registered member of both the
BSA and the Blue Ox Lodge. If you
