The History of our Lodge

Several recent events
have prompted this article.
Paul Grassle recently
donated a very special gift
to the Lodge. Paul was a
member of the Lodge
before it was associated
with the Order of the
Arrow. In the thirties, the
lodge was called The
Order of the Blue Ox. Paul
joined the Order in about
1935. At that time,
members were elected by
the summer camp
participants. Each week,
one scout was elected for
the session. There were
approximately 5 weeks of
summer camp per year, so
5 new members were
added to the lodge
annually. In about 1937,
the lodge united with the
National Order of the
Arrow movement and
became the Blue Ox
Lodge. All current
members of the Order of
the Blue Ox were inducted
into the Order of the Arrow
at that time. Paul has

donated a Blue Ox patch
from the original Order of
the Blue Ox. These
patches are very valuable
and the Lodge Executive
Committee would like to
publicly thank Paul on
behalf of the entire Lodge.
Paul's generous donation
has sparked an interest in
other members of the
lodge to pursue the
development of a collection
of flaps and other
memorabilia for the lodge.
Four additional flaps have
already been donated.
Each of these patches will
be placed in a display case
with the patch issue dates
and the name of the
person who donated the
patch. This was only the
beginning. Dominique
Baker was the OA
Museum Chairman for the
2000 National Order of the
Arrow Conference. Tom
Wright was also a member
of the Museum staff.
Andrew Huston, Mike
Buss, and Justin Malloy
were ASTA museum
volunteer staff. The
museum was filled with OA
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memorabilia and the entire
contingent was charged up
about the history of the
Order of the Arrow. That
same interest has now
turned to our Lodge and its
history. We would like to
extend an invitation to the
entire Lodge to get
involved with this program.
